Expansive Digital
Collections

Digital collections in Rosetta
(preservation) stands at over one
million files or about 24,000 complex
digital objects or 90 TB of data in size

Digitized over 9800 plus rare books in
last 5 months, an overall increase of
98% from last year

Acquisition of expansive archival
collections such as the Harald
Szeemann papers (1925.21 linear feet),
the HarryShunkand ShunkKender
photographs (183,000 items)
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Primo Search
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collections are discoverable through
searching our discovery system,

Digital files are linked to appropriate
records with robust metadata

Complex digital objects retain their
structure through preservation and
access in Rosetta, our digital
repository system

The Getty Research Portal is a free
online search platform providing
worldwide access to an extensive
collection of digitized art history texts
from more than 20 international
libraries and institutions

Affords art historians and other
researchers the ability to search and
download complete digital copies of
publications

Its design acknowledges that
researchers are often ambivalent as to
the origin of a digitized book and prefer
to seamlessly search across collections
and institutions.
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Open Access
Initiatives (Open
Content Program)

Open Content Program recognizes the
need to share images of works of art
for free and without restriction, for all
those who create or appreciate art
scholars, artists, art lovers, and
entrepreneurs

More than 99,000 images from the J.
Paul Getty Museum and the Getty
Research Institute available through
the Open Content Program

All of the Images provided are JPEG
files at a minimum of 300 ppi that are
easily used for publication
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
